Programme Background

The National Pathology Programme is a strategic body in Wales sitting within the NHS Wales
Executive, which is in turn hosted by Public Health Wales. Its remit is to work with Health Boards
and Trusts across Wales to support the development of high quality, effective and sustainable
pathology services. Priority areas for improvement that are the focus of the National Programme
were originally identified in the Pathology Statement of Intent (2019) and current work is aligned
with the Diagnostics Recovery and Transformation Strategy for Wales (2023 — 2025).

Updates on the key areas of our work

Workforce, Training and Education
The Programme has continued to progress the following:

The strategy paper and action plan to develop pathology workforce sustainability, training and
education over the next 5 years was signed off by Pathology Workforce and Education Group
(PWEG) members in January and approved by the Programme’s Strategic Group. It will now be
submitted to the National Diagnostics Strategic and Operational Board in April.

We're working with colleagues from the national programmes for endoscopy and imaging and
from Health Education and Improvement Wales (HEIW), to align diagnostics workforce and
training plans.

For the ‘pilot’ for a Pathology Practice Education Facilitator (PEF) role, Tahir Mohammed has
been holding further discussions with colleagues in the SE Wales health boards and other peers
and is developing his recommendations for the role - (See the article in the January Newsletter
for further information about the pilot).

We’re supporting the arrangements for a ‘pilot’ training course for limited scope BMS reporting
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for the Bowel Screening Wales programme, funded by the Moondance Cancer Initiative. The aim
is for 2 trainees to begin their training in CVUHB in May.

More content has been added to the Pathology SharePoint Training and Education pages
(please see the article earlier in the Newsletter). Discussions have been held with stakeholders
about the development of a pathology area on the Y Ty Dysgu learning platform.

Quality Assurance

Quality assurance is a key component of the National Pathology Programme annual plan which
is currently being finalised for 2024 / 2025. Current focus of work continues to be the
development of a Nationally available service quality and performance dashboard and
appropriate metrics for this are under discussion.

Business Intelligence

The National Pathology Programme is working with the NHS Executive Informatics team and
other Diagnostic Programmes during April to agree work priorities for the coming months. It is
anticipated that a key area of focus for Pathology will remain current demand and capacity data
and future modelling.

Digital Cellular Pathology

The National Pathology Programme Digital Cellular Pathology Group is developing a
specification for procurement of a nationwide service solution. The Business Case underpinning
the procurement has undergone further updates following recently received comments and it will
shortly be shared with all Health Boards. Whilst the NHS in Wales faces significant financial
challenges in the coming year, the National Programme is committed to identifying financial
opportunities to take this project forward in 2024.

Communication

In the last few months, we have been working in conjunction with Careers Wales to produce a
Career Discovery Video for primary school age children. In the video we highlighting a career
working in a Pathology Laboratories, we follow an Associate Practitioner in Biochemistry on a
day in the life of story around the work happening in ABUHB and how she started her career. We
would like to take this opportunity to thank Careers Wales for their commitment in supporting us
raising the Pathology career opportunities to younger minds, and to ABUHB staff for allowing us
to show case 2 of the Labs in the Health Board.

Our National Pathology Strategy for Communication and Engagement was signed off at the
Strategic Group recently. As previously detailed in our regular updates, the priority areas of work
that were initially identified have already begun, including outreach work, along with patient
engagement.

The NPP Webpages within the NHS Executive website are in the process of being updated.
These will house a wealth of information and resources relating to patient information, careers,
training, patient information, links to the staff portals and our SharePoint site along with updates
on our national workstreams. Additional resources will continue to be developed, including a
National Pathology Academy.

Pathology Service Collaboration/Regionalisation

The National Pathology Programme continues to work closely with both the South East and
South West regional collaboration projects. SE region has collated demand and capacity data
and is seeking to conclude options appraisal work towards the end of April. SW project is further
advanced and is currently working through new build plan revisions and the outline business
case which will be presented to Health Boards and Welsh Government towards the end of 2024.

Good News Story

Launch of Pathology SharePoint Site

The Programme has created the ‘pilot’ Pathology SharePoint site for sharing information
nationally with pathology and laboratory science colleagues — please take a look NHS Wales
Pathology SharePoint Site. It is accessible by anyone with an NHS Wales email address.

In particular the Programme is working closely with the Pathology Workforce and Education
Group (PWEG) and the Pathology Training Leads in the health boards and trusts to develop
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information and resources to support Training and Education, as an interim ‘virtual
academy. The Pathology Training Leads Group is in the process of uploading quality assured
material/resources for training for all disciplines in pathology and laboratory sciences, across the
health boards/trusts.

Ultimately the aim will be to transfer this information to a pathology area on the Y Ty Dysgu site,
which will also be able to offer additional functionality for learning management, training
resources (webinars, videos), careers pathway information, research opportunities etc.

There is a Feedback Form on the SharePoint site, so please let us know your thoughts and
ideas.

Pathology Career Discovery Video

The National Pathology Programme have been working with ABUHB and Careers Wales to
produce a video for primary school age children (year 6). This video has been created to
promote working in the labs relating to Science and Technology subjects in Schools.

The Comms team within the programme will also produce shorter versions of the video for our
webpages and hope to share the footage through social media platforms to promote a career in
Pathology.
